David Turner, President, read a letter from the City of Elkins informing the EHLC that an appropriation in the amount of $7,000.00 has been made to support the Darden House.  





David Turner led a discussion about the direction he feels the EHLC may take in the future.  Many ideas were discussed but the bottom line is that the City of Elkins must strengthen its zoning ordinances for appreciable progress in historic restoration to take place.





Carol reviewed the award categories for the upcoming Awards Event.  She asked that commissioners agree to drop one of the suggested categories, “Volunteer of the Year.”  As an alternative, several volunteers will be recognized at the AFHA Volunteer recognition event on August 12, 2011. 





The award gift will be a champagne flute etched with the EHLC logo, the award name and the year 2011.  Ellen will buy the glasses and take them to the Kettermans for etching. 





Carol also spoke of the possibility of having Vivian Wofter as guest speaker at the event to be held on Wednesday, May 18th at 5:30 pm at the Darden House.





The porch contractor, Ed Devine, is still waiting for someone to help him with the roof project.  Our grant extension runs out on June 30th.  If Ed can’t get moving on the project, it may be necessary to contact another contractor.  





The Maple Leaf Society needs to tell EHLC how many chairs they want on the street in front of the Darden House.  Further discussion with Susie Kump is necessary.
