Minutes from the November meeting, distributed by Phyllis Baxter were approved unanimously.





The treasurer’s report was presented by Logan Smith and approved unanimously.    





Correspondence:  Carol Schuler, President, presented current bills from Sherwin Williams.  Logan Smith said he would follow up on billed items in question.





Carol also presented two books for the Resource Center one of which was written by David Turner and he signed it before giving it to Megan to shelve.  





President’s Report:  Carol reported on work status of Darden House Porch Project.  Ed Devine, contractor, needs to follow up on the roofing materials for the porch.  Youth Build eagerly assisted with the porch project but they are currently busy with other projects.  EHLC needs to establish whether they can finish the railing by March 31st.  Carol and Logan will follow up on this.
