Her committee is planning three downtown events based on the ONTRAC branding:  “Mountains beckon, Artists gather, History lives.”  Karen is requesting help from EHLC for the History lives event to be held on Friday, Sept. 16th from 5:00 – 7:00 pm in the downtown area.   She requests assistance with individual building histories and a historical scavenger hunt.  Ellen volunteered to create a twenty question scavenger hunt for kids.  





Judy Seeman, Literacy Volunteers, also addressed commissioners during the public comment portion of the program.  She is exploring what may be the most effective solution to acquiring phone and wireless communication at the Darden House so that Literacy can provide computer skills training to students.  Judy proposes that all tenants split the cost as all tenants would have Internet access.





Crystal Whiters, Americorps, is in the process of creating a historic buildings database for downtown Elkins.





 A motion was made and carried to allocate funds for the payment of the hours necessary to complete Americorps projects for both the Darden House Resource Room and the downtown historic buildings database.  It is noted that Phyllis Baxter and Logan Smith abstained from the vote.  





A motion was also made and carried to allocate funds for a few additional supplies for the Resource Center.  





Carol Schuler informed the commissioners that the porch roof is finished.  Porch railings have been ordered and Ed Devine will supervise Americorps to finish the project.  Ed will also finish downspouts.
