The regular meeting of the Elkins Historic Landmarks Commission was called to order at 6:30 p.m. on Wednesday, March 16, 2011.





Members of the commission in attendance were Carol Schuler, Phyllis Baxter, Logan Smith, Ellen Spears, David Turner and AmeriCorps member Megan Grisolano.  Two guests, Susie Kump (Maple Leaf Society) and Jennifer Brennan (SHPO) were present.





During the public comment portion of the meeting Susie Kump questioned Commissioners about the availability of seating space for use by guests of the Maple Leaf Society on Saturday of the upcoming 2011 Mountain State Forest Festival.  Participants enjoyed using seating on the porch for the parade but some would prefer to be in the chairs located curbside.  There was a question as to whether the requested seats could be offered free of charge to the guests as those chairs are usually rented as a fundraiser for various organizations.  Susie said she would try to get the number of chairs being requested with the reservations coming in for the event.





Jennifer Brennan was hired by the State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) in October of 2010.  She introduced herself to our commission and made a brief presentation of her job responsibilities. Carol Schuler, President gave an update on the porch project.  Ed Devine has all the roofing materials currently in the Carriage House.  He has not done the work on the roof or gutters.  Railings for the porch have ordered from Wilson Lumber and Youth Build will put them up when all of the materials arrive.  Hand rails for the porch steps will be made of metal, as per Michael Mills.  





Next, Carol presented an awards event proposal.  It was agreed that EHLC will introduce an Annual Toast to Preservation in May with an afternoon reception/press conference at the Darden House.  If the porch project is complete, it could coincide with a ribbon cutting for the porch.  Suggested award categories are the following:  Best Business Façade Improvement, Best Residential Rehabilitation, Best Commercial Rehabilitation, Best Not-for-Profit Rehabilitation, Best Streetscape/Landscape project, Volunteer of the Year Award, The Momentum Award for a Preservation Organization.
